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These activity cards provide examples for how the  
Promoting Communication Strategies can be used across a  

variety of routines: play, book reading, and various daily routines.

To create activity cards to distribute to caregivers:

1. Print each page on cardstock, 2-sided, flipping on the short edge.  
If you are printing in gray scale, it may help to print each  

routine on a different color of cardstock.
2. Cut out along edges. Cards may be laminated to increase durability.

3. Distribute cards individually, or, use a single hole-punch and a  
binder ring to bind the cards into a complete set.
